ATTENTION: CLEANERS AND GARDENERS
Do you feel safe? Are you at risk?

Is the DET doing enough to ensure your safety?
Since the terrible attack on an LHMU cleaner member late last year we have demanded the DET address security concerns for cleaners and gardeners. For too long cleaners and gardeners have been left vulnerable and left to fend for yourselves.   
In the initial days after the incident your Union was instrumental in asking the DET to put measures in place to protect you. The Union has also offered full support and assistance  with Workers Compensation to the cleaner concerned. What would you do if it happened to you?
The LHMU met with the Minister for Education and proposed a Taskforce be set up to deal with issues such as work practices, security alarms for employees, automatic reporting of strangers on site and better training and inductions for staff. This group has an LHMU Head Cleaner Delegate on the committee and the committee is reporting back to the Minister at the end of February. 

Many cleaners tell us they are alarmed at the length of time it took the DET to give them information about the incident. To date the DET have not implemented any changes to work practices or offered any extra measures to protect you.
It is important that every cleaner is in the Union, so your voice can be heard about this issue.
