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ATTENTION ETHNIC ASSISTANTS
In late January the LHMU took the case for Ethnic Assistants permanency to the Western Australian Industrial Relations Commission. The hearing lasted three days. The LHMU only acted on behalf of Ethnic Assistants who are members of the Union.
Well done to the Ethnic Assistants who gave evidence and thank you to all the ethnic assistants who provided information and witness statements to the Union.

In these times of economic crisis, job security and permanency is the most important condition of employment. 
The LHMU believes the Ethnic Assistants are entitled to permanency, and that their employment has an ongoing need, and is not a special project.

The Commission has heard the evidence and we await a decision, which will be handed down in the next few weeks, most likely early March.

Our evidence was strong and members’ testimony and statements about the valuable role they perform was critical to our case being legitimised. 
We are hopeful of a successful outcome and will advise of the decision as soon as the Commission provides it.
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
